Project Schedule

Purpose and Need
The Alaska Department of Transportation and Public 
Facilities (DOT&PF) is planning to construct road and 
drainage improvements along Victory Road as part of 
the DOT&PF’s Preventive Maintenance program. The 
existing pavement shows signs of deterioration and 
possible structural failure. Insufficient drainage ditches 
and missing and/or damaged culverts allow runoff to 
collect alongside the road, contributing to structural 
damage. Improvements will address short-term 
immediate needs to extend the useful life and maintain 
the functional condition of Victory Road, thereby 
substantially reducing maintenance efforts and costs.
